TOWN CENTRE MANAGER’S REPORT - FEBRUARY
Members received the Town Centre Manager’s report for February.

Members expressed extreme concern regarding the treatment of the Town Centre Manager at a recent Chamber of Commerce meeting.  Whilst he had been invited to the meeting to discuss ways of working together, the meeting turned out to be negative and was attended by a member of the public and it appeared that the Town Centre Manager had been ‘ambushed’ rather than invited to a constructive meeting.   Members were extremely disappointed and considered that an opportunity had been lost.  Despite that, the Town Centre Manager indicated that he would continue to explore ways of working with the Chamber.  

Reference was made to the many areas which shopkeepers/businesses could look at to improve things.

The Town Centre Manager advised that he had been approached by some traders after the meeting and they had apologised for the treatment which he had received at the meeting.

The Town Centre Manager reported on the accommodation and membership problems which the Holywell Band had and the efforts which he had made to help them.   In addition to ideas at the previous meeting, Members suggested the clinics at Holywell and Greenfield might become available for practice rooms.

There was concern that the band had not responded to requests to play at the Penymaes Woodland Festival and they were also concerned regarding other issues.
